Motion passes 
with 2 Yea and 1 recusal.

11)  Old Business 

g.  Discussion and possible action on the City Engineer’s ongoing flood and 

rainwater runoff study. Including but not limited to discussion and possible 

action on City Engineer’s recommendations for water runoff improvements to 

be completed in the 2025 calendar year   

    Mayor Bohm has had conversations with Chad Gilpen, VOBC City Engineer with Gilpin 

Engineering regarding the proposed flood and rainwater runoff study. The Council 

discusses Options A, Options B and Option C in Gilpin Engineering proposal.   To 

optimize the necessary portions and figure out what street culvert improvements are 

required to handle water runoff, it’s best to use a 2-year flood event.  Meeting the needs for 

a 2-year flood event is more feasible than a 10-year flood event. A 10-year flood event 

we’d have to optimize every culvert to a much greater size that has ever been proposed; a 

serious overhaul of all culverts in addition to affecting existing right-of-way, driveways, 

fences, etc.  That’s not feasible to implement at this time.   Chads recommendation is we 

optimized everything for a 2-year flood event, that is still a substantial improvement for 

the village, and that that is entirely doable within the existing right of way.  The Council 

discusses.   Mayor Bohm makes a motion to approve Gilpin Engineering proposal for 

flood and rainwater runoff study Option #B estimate cost $83,000.00. Commissioner 

Brackenridge seconds. Motion is approved unanimously.  

 

Mayor Bohm requests a short recess at 8:04 pm 

Mayor Bohm reconvenes the meeting at 8:11 pm   

Mayor Bohm resumes the meeting in order of the agenda.

B) Discussion and possible action regarding West Travis County Public Utility 

Agency (WTCPUA) attempting road bore without VOBC permit at 13003 S 

Madrone Trail, owner Justin Cofield. Not limited to discussion and possible 

action to approve road bore request.   

Mayor Bohm placed a stop work order halting WTCPUA from work at 13003 S Madrone 

Trl without a permit.  WTCPUA submitted a road boar request and Chad Gilpin, City 



 

 

Engineer reviewed.  Mayor Bohm provided Justin Cofield and WTCPUA a letter dated 

11/19/2024 , saying that the road bore request from WTCPUA for the water service 

installation at your property has been reviewed by the VOBC Engineer, and his 

recommendation to council was to approve, with the following stipulation, the access 

hole that has been dug on the east side of South madrone trail is within the critical root 

zone of the nearby Live Oak Tree. Therefore, the cut roots should be properly sealed, 

slash treated, and the tree should be fertilized as a preventative measure. The VOBC 

Council voted this evening to approve this boar request, as per the Engineers’ 

recommendations above this notification, is your approved permit.  Assuming we vote to 

approve it at this Commissioners Meeting.  The Council discusses.  Mayor Bohm makes 

a motion we approve the road bore per the City Engineers recommendation with the 

stipulation that the exposed roots be treated and that the tree be given fertilizer as a 

preventative measure. Commissioner Brushwood seconds. Motion is approved 

unanimously.

Including how to prepare the soil if you want 

to capture as much rain collection possible.

Mayor Bohm got an update from Dan Slovak with TDS, they seem to have 

misunderstood our view of not really wanting about bulky pickups and want to stick 

with the annual cleanup day. And so, they did not include any pricing for the cleanup 

day into the normal monthly amounts, they only included pricing for bulky pickups.  

They’ll rework the quote, we should have something for the December meeting.   Also 

Frankie Bates is no longer with TDS our new representative is Dan Slovak.
