June 17, 2025

Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:21 PM.
Roll Call

Mayor Bohm and Commissioner Brushwood are present; Commissioner Brackenridge is absent.
Citizens Comments will be taken from the audience on Non-Agenda related topics.

No action may be taken by the City during Citizens Comments.

Mark Bohm mentions resident David Perry is in attendance.

Mayor Bohm requests to open Old Business #11 C out of order and at this time.

11.) Old Business
Discussion and possible action regarding denied driveway permit application for
8910 Bear Creek Drive: owners Dave and Barbara Perry.

Mayor Bohm took pictures of the culvert next door to this property; 8950 Bear Creek Dr is up
the hill from Perry’s. 8950 Bear Creek Dr has an 18” culvert, and water flows directly to 8910
Bear Creek Dr. Mayor Bohm discussed the situation the Chad Gilpin, City Engineer. Chad
reviewed 8950 & 9810 Bear Creek Dr on the recently completed VOBC Drainage/Flood Study
and recommends at minimum an 18 culvert for 8910 Bear Creek Drive.

The Council has a general discussion regarding the location of driveway/culvert and
topography, which indicates most of the water flows between his house and the street. Mr
Perry said historically it’s never flooded and an 18” culvert is excessive. He offers an option; to
install a curb 35° — 40’ from his driveway to 8950 Bear Creek Dr (Jelemensky’s) driveway.
Feels this would be sufficient to protect the pavement and edge of the road. The Council to
discuss with the City Engineer.

Mayor Bohm requests to open Old Buisness #11 D out of order and at this time.
11.) Old Business

Discussion and possible action regarding Crockett Canyon Estates Condominiums
proposed development of 1-acre single family homes on “Lang Family Ranch”
39.13 acre track Lot 8, Silver Spur Ranchettes, Hays County. (Including but not
limited to Section 3, Lot 5, Bear Creek Oaks owned by Lang Family Ranch)

Hays County Commissioners, aware VOBC prohibits Crockett Canyon Estates from accessing
roads in VOBC. In regard to the Crockett Canyon Estates development agreement approved by
Hays County Commissioners; Mayor Bohm states there is a rule if you have a development of
more than 30 homes, you must have more than one point of ingress and egress, and you must
have two entrances. For whatever reason, Hays County put into the development agreement that
this development needs secondary access and recommended that it be through his five-acre lot
that's in the village. Mr Lang prefers to use the Utility Easement an emergency access to access
N Madrone Trl ;it would have a locked bump gate (the fire department would have a key or
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code). Access would be for emergencies only and an emergency declared The Village Bear
Creek.

Mayor Bohm met with Carl Lang and Jim Powers; it was a very relaxed meeting, just to talk
through the issues. (not to hammer a deal or agree to anything) . What Carl Lang is proposing is
to develop the BCO/VOBC 5-acre tract; those houses would be part of Crocket Canyon Estates
and BCO/VOBC. Bound by VOBC & BCOPOA governance with no direct access to our roads.
(unless an emergency).
