
MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE 
 VILLAGE OF BEAR CREEK COMMISSIONERS 

July 15, 2025 
 

 
1) Call to Order  

The meeting was called to order at 7:09 PM. 
2) Roll Call 

Mayor Bohm and Commissioner Brushwood are present; Commissioner Brackenridge is absent.  
3) Citizens Comments will be taken from the audience on Non-Agenda related topics. 

No action may be taken by the City during Citizens Comments. 
Kathryn Rosenbluth said tomorrow, Wednesday July 16, 2025 a large burn is planned for a rural 
area near 967 and 150; thus citizens may see smoke.  
 
And the house pending sale at 9105 N Madrone Trl, she got a call from the realtor who assumed 
the property has public water.  Kathryn informed the realtor that not all properties in VOBC have 
access to the WTCPUA water line, the line ends on S Madrone Trl approximately 500’ from the 
front of this property.  Currently 9105 N Madrone Trl has a rainwater system and a well.

Kathryn Rosenbluth provided confirmation from Prosperity Bank, the CD will be renewed for 
another 4-month Term with 3.5% Interest Rate.  The next Maturity Date is November 6, 2025.

of Way Violation. Owner Devin and Melissa Cox.

c. Discussion and possible action regarding 8210 Bear Creek Dr and potential Right of 
Way Violation. Owner Barbara and Donald Stinson. (Builder Taylor Van Every 
with LTB Design Build).   
Mayor Bohm is communicating with Barbara Stinson, they will relocate the violation out of the 
Right of Way onto their property. They are having a survey done to ensure the new location will 
be outside of the Right of Way.  The project should be complete by the next Council Meeting.

Corrective action includes 
some ditch work that will be paid for by the VOBC.  City Engineer, Chad Gilpin is involved 
and said its normal practice for the homeowner’s contractor to complete the work and provide 



VOBC a detailed work order, receipt and/or invoice detailing time/hours/expense associated 
with ditch work (shaping) verses the driveway.  City Secretary will need the contractors W-9 
form and Insurance.  No action taken. 
 

f. Discussion and possible action regarding Crockett Canyon Estates Condominiums 
proposed development of 1-acre single family homes on “Lang Family Ranch” 
39.13 acre track Lot 8, Silver Spur Ranchettes, Hays County.  (Including but not 
limited to Section 3, Lot 5, Bear Creek Oaks owned by Lang Family Ranch) 
City Secretary shares that Charles Lang (Lang Family Ranch) still has 100% ownership but 
legally changed ownership name on both tracks from Lang Family Ranch LLC to Crockett 
Canyon Estates LLC.
