Fund (CLFRF) program and VOBC use of allocated funds (Including but not
limited to Gilpin Engineering assigning culvert work to the lowest bidder and
relocating culvert F1 approximately 50° to the north or add a new culvert to better
drain the rainwater from the area where South Madrone and North Madrone
meet. )

Mayor Bohm was contacted by the property owners near to the South Madrone and
North Madrone (12801 S Madrone Trl) where the severe ponding occurs (what we
refer to as Lake Gault). Property owners Hudson and Kanetzky are in attendance.
Mayor Bohm said the City Engineer recommended a culvert installed to remedy the
situation. They’re studying the area to determine the location, size of culvert and if
excavation and sculpting work is required. Because the water will be redirected, we’ll
need to work with the Hudson’s on a drainage easement. Mayor mentioned that as a
city, we pay for culverts and road work that benefit all residents of the city, but if doing
something to benefit someone's property, or it actually increases the value of their
property, there are issues with doing a taxable expenditure on that. Legal is looking into
the matter. Specifically with this project and as it relates to Hudson’s property there
could be an opportunity for the property owner to provide direct donation. City
Engineer hopes to have more details on the F1 project and a cost estimate by the
September Council Meeting.

h. Discussion and possible action regarding cameras and license plate readers at the

primary entrance and exit points of the Village of Bear Creek.
The council has a general discussion. Due to the rural nature of our city and the lack of law
enforcement presence, crime easily goes undetected. Mail and parcel theft and house break ins
are the most common types of crime in the city. Outside of neighborhood crime watch we don’t
have much of a defense. Whereas some municipalities in Hays County have installed cameras
at entrance and exit points. Cameras are positioned to take a picture of the front and rear license
plate. A version of Al uploads it and runs it against databases. Data is stored in the system for
30 days, then self-deletes. If we know a crime took place on certain day; we can review the data
and share it with Hays County Sherriff. Estimate annual cost of $7,000.00. Initial set-up fee
$600.00. No action taken.

Condominiums proposed development of 1-acre single family homes on “Lang
Family Ranch” 39.13 acre track Lot 8, Silver Spur Ranchettes, Hays County.
(Including but not limited to Section 3, Lot 5, Bear Creek Oaks owned by Lang
Family Ranch)

The council has a general discussion. PEC is beefing up the Public Utility Easement to
install new towers. The new towers (possibly 20” wide) are much larger than the existing
towers. Carl Lang is requesting the VOBC Council approve the PEC easement to be a
driveway to service Section 3, Lot 5. The application is insufficient for multiple reasons: The
proposed driveway is from N Madrone Trl to Crockett Canyon Estates; with no indication it
will service as a driveway for Section 3, Lot 5. Application is for a road, not a driveway.
Property located outside city limits are not permitted to connect to a city public street. Traffic
impact analysis (TIA) is required for a road. Application references Lot SA of 4.42 acres; Lot
Sisnot subdivided. Commissioner Brushwood makes a motion to send Carl Lang a letter
indicating the application’s insufficiencies and a path forward for them to pursue. Mayor
Bohm seconds. Motion is approved unanimously.

g. Convene into executive session pursuant to section 551.071, Texas Government
Code, and Sectio 1.05%, Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct to
consult with legal counsel regarding Crockett Canyon Estates Condominiums
proposed development.
