c. Discussion and possible action regarding CD #0717 renewal with Prosperity 
Bank.  
The Council has a general discussion. Commissioner Brushwood makes a motion to renew 
CD#0717 for a 4-month term for ideally the same rate of 3.5%.  Mayor Bohm seconds.

The Council has a general discussion.  Mayor Bohm mentions the Gephart’s at 13022 S 
Madrone Trl well went dry and are requesting to connect to WTCPUA water line. Their 
request is currently being reviewed by the City Engineer. 

 
10) Old Business   

a. Discussion and possible action regarding FlockSafety cameras and license plate 
readers a the primary entrance and exit points of the Village of Bear Creek.  
Mayor Bohm said our legal counsel reviewed the Flock Safety contract and requested 
adjustments. Legal counsel requested three or four minor things and a major one.  The 
major one is that all the data obtained is owned by the Village of Bear Creek.  We 
own it. There was a phrase in the contract that states Flock Safety has the ability for 
third party requests if was a proper and vital request, only then Flock Safety could 
provide data. The contract was modified to include that can only occur if the Village 
of Bear Creek is notified, so that we have complete disclosure on what is going on 
with our data at all times. Flock Safety requests the ability to retain our data 
occasionally, once it's been stripped of all identifying indication so any faces, license 
plates, etc to have large reams of data available for training their algorithms and that 
kind of stuff.  The Village of Bear Creek agreed to that, but mandated the data be 
stripped of all GPS location information. So in addition to being stripped of anything 
identifying people or property, it can't even identify it’s the Village of Bear Creek. 
Contract negotiations went smoothly, Flock Safety agreed fully and was easy to work 
with    Mayor Bohm said it maybe a few months before the poles are installed. The 
council has a general discussion on messaging the community about Flock Safety. 
Council agreed that the response from the +\- 30 residents who attended the Annual 
Bear Creek Oaks Property Owners Association meeting was all positive and in favor 
of contracting Flock Safety.

Mayor Bohm said the plans for this water line extension have been reviewed and approved by 
Gilpin Engineering.  At this point West Travis County Public Utility Agency (WTCPUA) 
informed Christopher Gar they need dedicated easements from all property owners who own 
where the line will cross, allowing WTCPUA the right of way. No update on status of that 
request.
