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MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE
VILLAGE OF BEAR CREEK COMMISSIONERS
January 20, 2026

Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:06 PM.
Roll Call

Mayor Bohm and Commissioner Brushwood are present Commissioner Brackenridge is absent.
Citizens Comments will be taken from the audience on Non-Agenda related topics.

No action may be taken by the City during Citizens Comments.
Kathryn Rosenbluth shared that she’ll be out of town 2/18/2026 to 3/4/2026.

Mayor Bohm requests to open Old Business #10.A at this time.

10.A Discussion and possible action regarding FlockSafety cameras and license
plate readers at the primary entrance and exit points of the Village of Bear
Creek.

Citizens in attendance asking about the FlockSafety cameras. Mayor Bohm explained there are

cameras at both entrances. They are license plate readers, taking a picture of the back of the car

and the front of the car. It has visual matching technology. It'll get bumper stickers on the back
window and other identifying things about the vehicle. Very similar to what toll cameras do. The
cameras that are facing the street are video cameras that are rolling all the time; both cameras
feed to a server location that's part of Amazon Web Services, which is the same security that the

Department of Defense uses. They maintain data for a 30-day window, every day, the previous

day drops off, and the new day adds on. So, it has only 30 days of information. It’s a
sophisticated and very capable audit system, anyone who's logging in must have credentials,
whether it's a police detective or myself. And you must provide the reason you're logging in. All
of that is tracked, if any information is viewed or downloaded all is tracked, and that information
is kept permanently.

There are dozens of people in the Village that have ring cameras or doorbell cameras on their
gate and doors recording all of us coming in and out, that none of us have any control over. Hays
County doesn't have any access to that. When the homeowner calls Hays County Sheriff to report
a crime or incident they will provide information off their personal security cameras, that assists
the Hays County Sheriff with the timeline. Hays County Sheriff will then search our FlockSafety
cameras for license plate data and evidence to use in criminal charges.

We have an interlocal agreement with Hays County Sheriff and only Hays County law
enforcement officers have access to our FlockSafety camera data. Part of the reason we installed
FlockSaftey cameras is to be a deterrent for porch pirates, home invasion, auto theft, etc. We
researched it carefully, went back and forth with legal and FlockSafety for probably a month,
reworking certain aspects of the contract to make sure that FlockSafety did not retain any rights
to the data, that they have no right to share the data, that if they get a court order or something
where they have to share it, we're not obviously going to be able to block that, but they have to
notify us so we at least know if the data is being shared.
